5. In what sense is the statement “I witness by the way I live” a good principle? In 
what ways is it not a good principle? (pp.24-25) 

6. From 1 Corinthians 3:5-9 explain what our role is and what God’s role is in 
evangelism. How could this free us up in witnessing? (pp.28-30) 

7. Why don’t you witness more? Write down three people you will pray for and 
speak to about Jesus.
